The programme we embark upon together contextualises and analyses the processes that have shaped poverty and ‘development’ in developing countries, and the many responses to them.

This MSc (180 credits) is offered as a 2-year and 3-year programme. You will complete 120 credits of taught courses (4 core courses and 2 elective courses), and a dissertation (60 credits). Elective courses can be taken in any semester except semester 1 of year 1.

If you start the MSc, but your circumstances change, you can end your studies with the award of a Postgraduate Certificate in Global Development Challenges after completing the first three core courses (60 credits).
To be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma in International Development, you would complete the four core courses and two elective courses (120 credits).
Any enquiry to transfer from a 2-year to the 3-year programme should be made to the programme director, copying the programme administrator. Please note that transfer is not automatic and may not be administratively possible (and cannot be used to re-take a course).
Students may take a maximum of one elective course from outside SSPS (taught by other schools within the University of Edinburgh).
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[bookmark: _Toc144377646]Dissertation
You will complete the dissertation at the end of your final year. To prepare you for the dissertation you will take the course Researching International Development, which will provide the research training essential to your success, while the core and optional courses will equip you with the necessary theoretical and analytical skills.
You must pass the course Researching International Development with a mark of 50% or above in order to proceed to the MSc dissertation. If you fail this course, you may still be eligible for a PG Diploma.
You will have many opportunities to discuss your dissertation topic with the programme director from the end of your first year in the programme. As you approach the dissertation stage, you will receive guidance in the dedicated dissertation Learn page, and the Dissertation Handbook.
Your supervisor will be drawn from CAS and from other departments involved in International Development teaching and research.
Dissertation timeline
First Year (for MSc 2-Years) or Second Year (for MSc 3-Years)
· June – August: students start to think about their dissertation topic and project and familiarise with the literature
Final Year
· From September: access the Dissertation Learn site and workshop with the Programme Director
· March: submit a two-page proposal
· April: dissertation supervisor identified. First meeting with supervisor to discuss proposal
· May-July:  work with your supervisor on your dissertation project
· August: submit dissertation

[bookmark: _Toc144377647]Placement-Based Dissertation
Selected postgraduate students can undertake an eight-week research project in collaboration with external host organisations, as an alternative to a standard dissertation. 
The Study and Work Away service (SWAY) works closely with the Student Development Office and manages the Placement-Based Dissertation scheme (PBD).
Placements focus on connecting researchers with external organisations, providing real-life research questions in your particular area of interest. As well as offering a range of pre-negotiated placements, the team can help students set up their own project with an organisation of their choosing.
Placement-Based Dissertation timeline
· September:  information session
· November: student-led placements workshop
· December: application advice session
· Mid-December: release of SWAY-sourced projects
· January: SWAY-sourced placements application deadline
· Early February: academic selection panel meets
· February: preliminary allocation of students to projects – placement confirmation usually dependent on interview with host organisation
· March: project details finalised and signed off. Begin literature review
· March: student-led placement proposals due for approval
· April: pre-placement information session
· May-June: placement with the organisation
· August: submit dissertation

This approach seeks to link academic content, assessment methods, and the intended learning outcomes, and is the guiding principle for assessment on this programme. By seeking to design courses that promote continuous learning through both formative and summative assessment activities, assessment supports your learning. Courses will be assessed though a diverse range of methods and will support your development as an independent and critical learner.
Assessment methods will, for example, include both traditional academic work such as essays as well as new kinds of approaches that help link theory to practice such as blogs, case studies, policy briefings, and other activities. Note, there are no exams on this programme.

Each taught course on the programme will provide you with opportunities to receive formative feedback on your work from tutors and peers. This might take the form of, for example, structured discussion, blog comments, feed- forward tasks, formative assignments, or mid-course feedback. Formative feedback is valuable in supporting your understanding of what is expected from the assessments on each course, pushing your ideas forward, and helping you make the most of your time on the programme.
